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2. Design and room layout  

 

Integralift is suited for a wide  range of different room layouts. When planning for Integralift 

primary recommended considerations are 

 Efficient and ergonomic transfer 

o Place Integralift so that the nurse has easy access to the Integralift cabinet 

 Mobility/ maneuverability requirements 

o Sufficient space for two wheelchairs in the lift coverage area 

o Make sure nurses can access a lying patient from both sides of the bed 

 

 Nice looking rooms 

o A patient room or bed-room is a place where a lot of time is spent. A 

decorative room encourages  positive attitudes and well being

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3. Technical Planning 

 

Integra offers solutions to ease technical planning and Integralift offers new opportunities for 

room design. 

Some Integralift assets: 

 Integralift needs only one or two fixing points in the room 

 Multiple-height ceilings is no problem 

 Pendant lighting no problem 

 Possible to integrate electricity and gas in Integralift cabinet 

 Fully customizable to match the color of other furniture and walls

Planning  

Correct installation is a critical part when planning for fixed patient lifts, and we recommend 

planners to contact our certified dealers to ensure that the installation will be executed 

correctly with the right choice of Integralift structures and the right fasteners. 

The methods of installation should be matched with the specific site conditions and all 

support structures should be verified for applicable loads. 

 

In General 

Integralift has a range of different structures that 

makes it possible to mount Integralift easily in 

different building materials. 

The structures are usually hidden inside the 

cabinet. 

In new builds the structures may also be hidden 

entirely inside the wall. 

The structures may be connected to load bearing 

structures in different materials: 

 Concrete 

 Brick and Blocks 

 Timber  

On the following pages we will present the Integralift structures.  
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Floor To Ceiling Structure, FC Structure 

The FC structure is a highly versatile structure. 

It is fixed into the floor (or in the lower part of the wall) and up into the 

ceiling (or higher part of the wall). The large distance between the 

fixing points makes FC very stable and possible to mount in concrete but also bricks 

and wooden structures. 

Typical concrete fasteners  2pcs M10x95 Anchor bolts  

 

 

 

 

 

Inside Wall Structure, IW Structure 

 

The IW structure is an interesting alternative 

especially for new builds or rehab where new 

plasterboards will be mounted. IW is installed before the wall is set 

up and only two structural “ears” will protrude through the wall. 

 

Can be mounted in concrete, brick, blocks or wood. 
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Wall Mount Structure, WM Structure  

The WM structure  is for connecting to load bearing walls in wood, brick 

or blocks. 

WM is fixed into the lower part of the wall and the higher part of the wall. 

The WM is hidden inside the Cabinet. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Concrete Wall Structure, CW Structure 

The CW structure is very easy to mount on concrete 

walls. It is bolted to the wall with 8 pcs of M10 Safety 

anchors or similar. 

Typical fasteners:

Concrete Ceiling Structure, CC 

Structure 

The Concrete ceiling structure, CC, is a 

structure that only needs to be fixed in the 

concrete ceiling. 

Typical fasteners: 10pcs Safety Anchor M10 x95
